This site is becoming one of
our major communication methods with you. Once you have followed the registration process and received your
approval email you will be able to access your child’s student information online and stay connected with our
school. Families will need to provide 100 points of identification, if you can only provide between 60-90 points you
will need to bring another form of identification to the office for verification, Karen Oliver who works Tuesday to Fri-
day will be able to do this for you.

QParents allow you to see your child’s attendance records, invoices and payment details, as well as the ability to
notify the administration office of any contact details, for example a change in mobile numbers, home addresses,
etc.

This year we will be publishing report cards though QParents with paper copies provided here only by request.

All families were sent an email from QParents earlier this term with each families “Account Owners Reference”
number. To complete the process you will need your child’'s EQ ID number, this number can be found on any debt-
or statement you receive from the school, alternatively you can email Karen at koliv33@eq.edu.au and she will be
able to assist you.
