ADMINISTERING MEDICATION AT SCHOOL

If you require staff to administer medication to your child at school, please contact the school office in
the first instance to discuss your childds requirements.

Please note, school staff will only administer medication that:

** has been prescribed by a qualified health practitioner (e.g. doctor, dentist)
** s in its original container

** has an attached pharmacy label including:

studentds full name

strength and description/name of medication

dosage

initials/logo of the pharmacist taking responsibility

time or interval the medication is to be taken

name of the medical practitioner, which indicates it has been prescribed

Office staff will ask you to complete and sign Section 1 of the Administration of medication at school
record sheet and also Request to Administer Medication at School . If your child requires more than
one medication, you will need to complete a form for each medication.

PLEASE NOTE

School staff will not administer medication that you can buy over -the -counter at chemists and
supermarkets (e.g. paracetamol, eye drops, cough syrup) unless it has been prescribed by your
chil doés qualified heal t h practitioner. For exampl e, t h

student only if it has been prescribed by their dentist to be taken for a short time after dental
treatment.

EMERGENCY MEDICATION (e.g. adrenaline auto  -injector, asthma reliever) must be supplied with
t he rel evant Acti on Pl an compl et ed by your chil dés do
requirements, supplied in a clear zippered pouch approximately 23x15cm (no larger).

School staff are bound by these regulations and we request that all parents support the

Whoooosh went the boomerang as it flew above everyone's heads at the Ngutana -Lui Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Cultural Centre. This week year 4 participated in a terrific cultural experience

where they learnt about bush medicine; indigenous history and geographical significance. The

students were immersed in indigenous cultural studies through creation of dot paintings; having their

faces painted with ochre; practicing aboriginal dance; and they even learnt how to throw a boomerang

using the correct hunting technique. The day was full of interesting information and was a rich
experience for all students.
